They have a one-year shelf life and require no refrigeration. If refrigerated, it helps regulate the 
temperature which keeps the juice even fresher. 
 
What type of juice is used in the Fellowship Cup Premium? 
100% Concord Grape Juice blend. 
 
What type of bread is used in the Fellowship Cup Premium?
