o Don’t stress! Make a plan and follow through. If you need to go at your own pace, that’s fine. Just don’t
give up if the road gets rough. The destination is worth the journey!

FAQ

How old does my teen need to be for this study?

This study is recommended for teens ages 13 and up, but use your discernment as a parent.

Are there videos to watch with my teen?

No. Unlike other Lifeway Students Bible Studies, A Field Guide to 1 and 2 Peter does not have a video
teaching element to the study.

Do we need to answer every question at the end of each session?

No. The questions are divided into Guys, Girls, and General questions. Feel free to work through the
questions for your child’s gender and any of the others you feel would be helpful for their spiritual development.
