the Old and New Testament and the different references to and appearances of the Son of God. In doing so,  

we are able to understand the gospel and God’s story of salvation.

God promised His people that a Rescuer, the Messiah, was 
coming and told them some of what would happen when 
He came so they would be able to recognize Him. These 
prophecies—also called Messianic Prophecies—gave hope 
to the people in the Old Testament and give confidence to 
us today that Jesus is the Promised One.

The Son of God has always existed, and there are several 
times in the Old Testament where He may have appeared 
on earth before He was born.

ب	 No one has seen God the Father. (John 1:18; 4:24)
ب	 Appearances of God in the Old Testament may have 
been of God the Son, to show what God is like and what 
He would do.

WHAT DOES A PRETEEN NEED TO KNOW?
ب	 While God the Son may have appeared as a human in 
the Old Testament, He actually became a human in the 
New Testament.

ب	 In the Old Testament, the phrase the angel of the Lord 
instead of an angel of the Lord is another clue that the 
Bible may be referring to the Son of God.
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IMAGES OF JESUS

DEFINITION
The story of the Bible centers on God’s plan to provide  
a Rescuer to deliver people from sin. God reminded His 
people of this promise through repeated patterns of real 
people and objects in the Bible that point to Jesus. Each 
image helped His people better understand Jesus and 
recognize Him when He came. 

EXAMPLES
ب	 The tabernacle and veil (Hebrews 10:19-20)
ب	 The sacrificial system (Hebrews 9:19-28)
ب	 The Passover lamb (1 Corinthians 5:7)

WHAT DOES A PARENT OR LEADER NEED TO KNOW?
ب	 Images are real people and real objects. 
ب	 Old Testament images of Jesus are sometimes clearly 
taught in the New Testament. 

ب	 What we learn about Jesus through the image is greater 
than the image itself.

WHAT DOES A PRESCHOOLER NEED TO KNOW?
ب	 The Bible is one big story about Jesus.
ب	 Many Bible stories sound the same (e.g., God rescues 
someone in distress, God wants His people to trust Him).

WHAT DOES AN ELEMENTARY KID NEED TO KNOW?
ب	 The Bible repeats key themes. 
ب	 The Bible includes images and symbols that point  
to Jesus.

ب	 Images convey one major idea.

WHAT DOES A PRETEEN NEED TO KNOW?
ب	 Many images in the Old Testament connect with New 
Testament teachings.

ب	 Images convey one major idea but may connect to Jesus 
in other ways as well. 
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PICTURES OF JESUS

DEFINITION
The stories in the Old Testament are stories of real people 
and events, and God used many of the stories to show 
us what He would do through Jesus. These stories are 
pictures, or shadows, of the bigger story of Jesus. 

EXAMPLES
ب	 Noah and the flood (Genesis 6–9)
ب	 Abraham and Isaac (Genesis 22)
ب	 Moses’ rescue of the people (Exodus 1–14)
ب	 Boaz’s redemption of Ruth (Ruth 1–4)
ب	 David and Goliath (1 Samuel 17)

WHAT DOES A PARENT OR LEADER NEED TO KNOW?
ب	 Pictures of Jesus are broader than images of Jesus 
and concern story themes and ideas, not just people 
and objects. 

ب	 Pictures of Jesus are not always confirmed in the 
New Testament.

ب	 Pictures of Jesus are not allegories. Individual stories 
matter, but their connections to Jesus can easily be 
recognized. 

WHAT DOES A PRESCHOOLER NEED TO KNOW?
ب	 Some Old Testament Bible stories remind us of what 
Jesus did. (e.g., like Moses led the people out of slavery in 
Egypt, Jesus leads us out of slavery from sin)

WHAT DOES AN ELEMENTARY KID NEED TO KNOW?
ب	 Some Old Testament Bible stories show us pictures  
of Jesus.

ب	 All Bible stories are true and important.

WHAT DOES A PRETEEN NEED TO KNOW?
ب	 Some Old Testament Bible stories show us pictures  
of Jesus in order to help us know how to live.

ب	 Pictures of Jesus are true stories and should not be  
seen as allegories.
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GOSPEL TRUTHS

DEFINITION
The Bible is not just a story that helps us learn about 
Jesus; it is a story that helps us know Him and have a 
relationship with God through Him. The Old Testament 
helps us understand who God is, who we are, our need 
for forgiveness and salvation from God, and what God has 
done to save us through Jesus. 

EXAMPLES
ب	 The flood and God’s grace (Genesis 6–9)
ب	 The priests and their incomplete sacrifices (Leviticus 16)
ب	 Israel’s failures to obey time and time again (Judges 1)
ب	 David’s sin and God’s mercy (2 Samuel 11; Psalm 51)
ب	 God’s faithful love (Hosea 1–3)
ب	 God’s patience and mercy (Jonah 1–4)

WHAT DOES A PARENT OR LEADER NEED TO KNOW?
ب	 Every story connects to Jesus, but not every story 
connects to Him through prophecy, appearances, 
images, or pictures. We should not force Jesus into  
a story. 

ب	 Many Old Testament stories teach or reinforce basic 
truths about the gospel (e.g., God’s holiness, God’s 
justice, God’s love, man’s sinfulness).

ب	 All of these gospel truths are fulfilled in the life, death, 
and resurrection of Jesus.

WHAT DOES A PRESCHOOLER NEED TO KNOW?
ب	 The Bible teaches us about sin and God’s forgiveness. 
ب	 Jesus is God’s answer for our sin.

WHAT DOES AN ELEMENTARY KID NEED TO KNOW?
ب	 The Bible teaches us about sin and about God’s grace  
and forgiveness. 

ب	 The gospel exists so that we can have relationship  
with God.

WHAT DOES A PRETEEN NEED TO KNOW?
ب	 The Bible teaches us about our sin and God’s holiness, 
grace and forgiveness. 

ب	 The gospel exists so that people can have relationship 
with God.

ب	 The gospel invites us to have a personal relationship 
with God. 
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GOD’S SALVATION STORY

DEFINITION
The Bible is one big story of God and His rescue mission 
through Jesus to restore what was lost in Eden. Many 
stories in the Bible advance this story.

EXAMPLES
ب	 The first mention of the gospel (Genesis 3:15)
ب	 The tower of Babel (Genesis 11)
ب	 The Abrahamic Covenant (Genesis 12:1-3)
ب	 The lineage of Jesus (Matthew 1; Luke 3)

WHAT DOES A PARENT OR LEADER NEED TO KNOW?
ب	 The Bible is one big story. 
ب	 The Bible is not compiled in chronological order. 
ب	 Individual Bible stories connect to the bigger story  
of the Bible. 

WHAT DOES A PRESCHOOLER NEED TO KNOW?
ب	 The Bible teaches that God loves us and is in charge  
of everything.

ب	 The Bible is one big story of how God rescues us.

WHAT DOES AN ELEMENTARY KID NEED TO KNOW?
ب	 God’s salvation story consists of three big movements—
creation, fall, and rescue. 

ب	 God created Adam and Eve to be in relationship  
with Him and to worship and serve Him. 

ب	 God’s salvation story brings people into a family of 
believers.

WHAT DOES A PRETEEN NEED TO KNOW?
ب	 Israel plays a role in God’s salvation story.
ب	 The Church plays a role in God’s salvation story.
ب	 Jesus’ return–when He will make all things new– 
is the completion of God’s salvation story.
