A note about the video content: These videos are intended to speak directly to your teen and the station of life they are in currently. 
As you know, no two teens are alike, so the intention of the video is to be able to connect with students no matter where they are in 
their relationship with God. Some might come from a place of skepticism. Others from a place of an already growing and deepening 
faith. Steer your discussion to where your teen is in his or her walk with the Lord. Trust God and listen for His voice. He will give you 
discernment as you lead.  

Don’t Forget to Pray 
STUDY 

Work through your individual Experiencing God Bible study books throughout the week. It will be unproductive to lead this study without 
doing the four days of personal study. Don’t nag, but gently encourage your teen to stay on track. We realize their lives are busy and 
many teens are way too overcommitted to things, but this study is best when students work through it daily and are not cramming 

multiple days together just to get it done. 

CONNECT

	  Plan time each day to work on personal study to keep each other accountable. 

	  �Be open with your teen throughout the week about things you learn or have questions about. Provide a safe place for him or 

her to do the same. 

	  �Don’t stress! Make a plan and follow through. If you need to go at your own pace that’s fine. Just don’t give up if the road 
gets rough. The destination is worth the journey!
